Cash withdrawal using an electronic card  issued by a foreign bank - 150Bt per transaction

  Cash withdrawal using an electronic card issued by a foreign bank within the MasterCard network -     180Bt per transaction

AEON ATM no fee charged for most Visa & Mastercard transactions

Don't forget to update your Bank account(s) when you get a new Passport number.

It can get your accounts frozen if they notice the passport date is expired.
AND remember your Driving Licences includes your Passport number.

To set-up Internet Banking in Thailand – go to branch – passport - letter of address – smile!

To transfer from EU to Thailand requires setting up Internet Banking with home bank first. (make sure you say INTERNATIONAL). Ask for maximum limits on transfers?
Transfer FROM EU to Thailand – easy if you have set-up account

You WILL need Thai bank SWIFT CODE 
e.g.: bangkok bank swift code

(SWIFT: BKKBTHBK)
You Will need local Bank address (Pattaya)
